Resource Development Group, Inc. is pleased to submit this campaign closeout report to the Campaign Leadership and PED staff personnel.  We began this important funding effort in September 2004 with the execution of the Community Assessment process, which created the necessary awareness and blue print to successfully conduct the fundraising campaign for the Business Park.

From March through October 2005, 205 businesses, trade associations, and individuals in the Lake Havasu City Region were contacted about the PED’s  $1.65 million Foundation for the Future Campaign, of which 168 received formal presentations of the PED’s Campaign, and 37 declined to be visited after receiving the initial phone call.  We are pleased to report that as of October 31, 2005:

· The campaign raised $1,676,798, surpassing the goal of $1,650,000.
· 113 companies, organizations, and individuals contributed to the campaign, of which 47 were current PED members.

· C.R.B.I.A, the Lake Havasu Association of Realtors, and the Lake Havasu Motel/Hotel Association not only contributed to the campaign, but have also become strong supporters of the PED and the Business Park.

· During the campaign, the PED developed excellent relationships with the Lake Havasu Unified School District and the Mohave Community College, two major organizations that will assist in the future success of the PED’s Workforce Development Program. 

We would like to thank the members of the Campaign Leadership for their participation and support in making this a successful fundraising campaign.  It became clear early in the process that prospects in the Lake Havasu Region had reservations in raising funds from the private sector. The campaign successfully overcame initial reservations and exceeded goal because the following key members of the Lake Havasu City business community served as campaign leaders of the Foundation for the Future Campaign:

III. RECOMMENDATIONS

The Foundation for the Future Campaign generated excellent goodwill within the Lake Havasu City’s business community. We recommend that the PED implement the following Investor Relation Program to keep both the investors to the campaign and PED members informed on the development and master planning of the Business Park, as well as recruitment activities for the Park and other sites in the Lake Havasu Region.
INVESTOR RELATIONS PROGRAM

The objective of the Investor Relations Program is to make all investors to the campaign and current and prospective PED members an integral part of the PED by providing a systematic, structured program of:

Communication



Recognition

Membership Drives


Opportunities for Interaction



Participation in Program Initiatives
COMMUNICATION

· Investor Meetings – A requirement of this program will be to hold an Annual Meeting with the Business Park’s investors and PED members.  The PED staff and Board Leadership will present the activities, successes and accomplishments of the PED for the previous year.

· For the next 18 months, we suggest the PED send out a monthly update to all the Business Park’s investors and PED members, to inform on the progress of the Park, including related retention/expansion and attraction activities. At the end of this period, investors will know if they will continue to fund the project based on their perception of how the PED is managing the Business Park’s activities. After this period and for the next 3 ½ years, the PED will need to continue to keep all investors informed, albeit, at longer frequencies (i.e.: on a quarterly basis).

· Newsletter (Quarterly) to all the Business Park’s investors and PED members – Hard hitting, bulletin style.

· E-Mail Letters (Periodic) – Updates on specific topics of interest to all investors to the Business Park.

· An outreach and investor relation and visitation policy to compliment the monthly updates. This should also be extended to members of the public sector (i.e.: members of City Council and City Hall). As contributors to the Business Park to the tune of $2.65 million, they need to “feel” and “touch” the PED.

RECOGNITION

· Recognize the Business Park’s investors who have been involved in committees related to the development and master planning efforts of the Park in newsletters, PED materials, and print media.

· Special recognition at the Annual Meeting.

· Special corporate recognition for hosting events.

· Create a Business Park Investor Directory to be used with prospective attraction clients as well as with all the Business Park’s investors. During the campaign it was emphasized that contributors to the campaign would become part of a ‘special Lake Havasu City business fraternity”.  

MEMBERSHIP DRIVES
· Because of the PED’s positive visibility throughout the campaign, the organization has an excellent opportunity in the next six months to recruit to its membership base the 66 investors who are not currently members, through a combination of:  1) implementing a targeted membership drive to ask them to become members; 2) sending out news of PED’s activities; 3) asking current PED members who contributed to the campaign to help recruit these prospective new PED members.

· Revisit the 55 prospects that were visited during the campaign and declined to invest. The cost of becoming a PED member is far less than the minimum amount they were asked to contribute. These prospects may now be ready to jump on the “PED bandwagon”, now that the PED has shown the business community that it can accomplish great things.
· Visit the 37 prospects that declined a visit during the campaign for the same reasons mentioned in the previous bullet. 

OPPORTUNITIES FOR INTERACTION

· Annual meeting, board meetings, committee meetings for the Business Park, and special events.

· At minimum one direct visit per year with every Business Park investor and all PED members.

PARTICIPATION IN PROGRAM INITIAITVES

· Serve as a member of a committee for the Business Park and other PED activities.

· Serve as a key member to host receptions/tours for new business prospects to the Lake Havasu Region.
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
