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CAMPAIGN SUMMARY

The “Partnering for Progress” campaign was fortunate to have an outstanding leadership team provide the guidance and dedication throughout the Assessment process, organization/plan building phase and countywide campaign effort.  The Campaign benefitted greatly from their leadership and their involvement was greatly appreciated.  

Resource Development Group engagement began by conducting a Countywide Assessment process in January 2008.  After interviewing 57 key business and community leaders to gain their input and test their willingness to invest in a new program, we presented a formal assessment report on February 22nd to the CIC Board and Darke County Economic Development leadership.  Our report included key market findings along with programmatic, organizational and funding recommendations.

From March through July, the CIC leadership undertook the important work of developing a new organizational structure to accommodate an expanded, countywide public-private organization.  Concurrently the CIC’s program of work and performance benchmarks were finalized in accordance with the market data and personal input garnered through the Assessment process.  Once the organization and program building work was finalized, we completed our Campaign preparation activities by late July and we officially launched our fundraising campaign in early August.  From August 15th through December 15th Ken Greenwald conducted 6 Executive Briefings and 98 one-on-one solicitation calls to a wide variety of business and community leaders throughout Darke County.

The economic slowdown and capital market crisis in the fall of 2008 directly impacted our ability to secure funding support from a number of industry sectors which are traditionally engaged and supportive of economic development programs.   The following traditionally supportive industry sectors were under-represented in this campaign.

· Homebuilders

· Realtors

· Construction

· Financial Institutions
· Automobile Dealers

Although we have not yet reached our anticipated funding level, the CIC now has an annual budget of approximately $284,000 with $134,083 in private sector funding combined with approximately $150,000 in annual funding from Darke County.  The Partnering for Progress campaign has positioned the Darke County CIC to implement business support initiatives and compete more aggressively in attracting new jobs and investment. 
Additionally, there are several positive “take-aways” from our collective efforts in 2008 that will help form a stronger foundation for the CIC in the future.

· The Partnering for Progress value proposition was personally presented to 98 leading business and community leaders throughout Darke County creating real awareness of local economic development strategies;

· We secured the participation and financial support from 52 companies which had not previously funded economic development programs.

· Implementation of a consistent communication and investor relations program will help to promote our value proposition and strengthen CIC/business relationships. 

· Developed a detailed database of local businesses with updated contact information for future cultivation of funding support for the Partnering for Progress program.

SUPPLEMENTAL SOLICITATION

The vast majority of business leaders we solicited in 2008 expressed support for the Partnering for Progress program of work.  However, the economic slowdown/credit crisis caused a number of key potential funding partners to decline our investment request or delay their financial commitments until the economy improves.   

Provided the economic conditions strengthen during 2009, the opportunity exists to re-visit selected potential program investors listed below in the fall of 2009 and re-solicit them for 2009/10 funding support.  We recommend that CIC communications extend beyond the current investor team to include business and community leaders with whom we met, but did not make a financial commitment at this time.

We recommend that the new CIC President schedule a series of Breakfast/Lunch briefings throughout 2009 to meet/interact with current and prospective investors to ensure they are informed about program implementation and progress.
