Thank you all for attending this Campaign Status meeting.  As you may have formulated additional questions after the meeting, please don’t hesitate to call me anytime (740) 815-6094.

Oklahoma Publishing Company – I will develop a supplemental investment proposal letter requesting their consideration of providing FOKC III with $200,000 of in-kind support.  Any in-kind they provide will not offset current Chamber expenditures with OPUBCO.

Cox Communications – I will finalize our formal proposal letter today indicating our request for $200,000 cash and $50,000 of in-kind (video/DVD production).  This will be the firm floor for inclusion on the FOKC III Steering Committee.
Chesapeake Energy – Chip will place a call into Aubrey asking to set up an appointment to present the FOKC III program and make our formal request $1.5 million.  Fred, Larry and Steve indicated they would be interested in participating in this meeting if schedules permit.  Target – August.

INTEGRIS – Fred, thanks for your willingness to make mention to Stan that I will be attempting to connect with his office to schedule a program presentation in the coming weeks.  (FOKC II $350,000….FOKC III request $400,000) please advise if too low.

Dobson Communications – Fred, they invested $10,000 in FOKC II, but could certainly be positioned for an increase, say $50 – $75,000.  Please advise.

American Fidelity Group – Fred and Burns have had recent dialogue with Bill.  Please feel free to share our current pending commit lists with Bill as it may help him to understand what levels everyone else so far has either committed or are being asked to consider.

Bank of America – Larry agreed to research if Devon has a banking relationship with BOA.  This account will need further cultivation and a creative approach which may include speaking with the Oklahoma President in Tulsa or communications with their foundation in Charlotte.
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Sonic – Chip will place a call into Cliff’s office in hopes of getting on his calendar in August.  We will research how Sonic has grown over the past 5-years and develop a request amount up to $500,000 for FOKC III.   Roy Williams will also attend this presentation.
