If CIRCLEVILLE-PICKAWAY CIC should be adjudged bankrupt or insolvent; if it makes a general assignment for the benefit of its creditors; if a trustee or receiver should be appointed  on account of its insolvency or for any of its property; if it files a petition to take advantage of any debtor’s act or to reorganize under bankruptcy or similar laws; if it persistently or repeatedly refuses or fails to provide or assign suitable personnel to complete the Contract; if it should disregard statutes, laws, ordinances, codes, rules or regulations; or if it should otherwise be guilty of substantial violation of  any term, condition or provisions of this Contract, then the City/County, without prejudice to any other right or remedy and after giving CIRCLEVILLE-PICKAWAY CIC 90 days written notice, may terminate this Contract.
